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6.1.7 Services for Consumers in Academic Training

Based on consumer need, services for consumers in academic training may include

· counseling and guidance; 

· educational, vocational, and other diagnostic testing; 

· Certification of Blindness for tuition exemption; 

· tuition/fees for consumers who are not tuition exempt (see note below); 

· textbooks and supplies; 

· reader services; 

· assistive technology equipment and/or software; 

· training-related maintenance; 

· low-vision devices; 

· VRT services; 

· employment assistance specialists; 

· O&M training; and 

· referral to community resources. 

Consumers may receive tuition assistance  if they meet economic need criteria and are

· blind and do not meet the residence requirements of a particular institution, or; 

· not eligible for tuition exemption under the Education Code, section 54.205. However, the payment must not exceed in-state tuition rates.
