40.1.6 Comprehensive Assessment

After determining that the consumer is eligible, but before developing the IPE, the counselor must identify the consumer's VR needs and the nature and scope of needed services in relation to the consumer's strengths, resources, priorities, concerns, interests, abilities, capabilities, and informed choice. This assessment must be summarized in a comprehensive assessment case note. See components of a comprehensive assessment.
Note: While the comprehensive assessment must be completed before developing the IPE, if there is a problem in completing the comprehensive assessment case note in a timely manner after the IPE is signed, the counselor may state in the case note when the assessment was actually completed and the reason for the delay in placing the case note in TWorks.
