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40.1.4 Preliminary Assessment

After completing the application and profile and after meeting with the applicant, the VR counselor begins the eligibility determination process. This process is documented in one or more case notes entitled "Preliminary Assessment" (see preliminary assessments for a complete description). The case notes must address at least the following areas:

· a brief description of the visual and any secondary disabilities; 
· the functional limitations and their impact on employment, education, and independence; 

· 
· the consumer’s perception of problems or issues resulting from visual loss and his or her need for services; 

· the counselor’s observations; 

· medical or other resource involvement if available; 

· SSI or SSDI status; and
· the course of action. 
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
