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6.3.4 How Much to Requisition
Hourly rates are negotiated between the consumer and reader and reported on DARS2011, Reader Services Log. Maximum allowable monthly payments are prorated according to the number of course credit hours being taken towards the degree plan. 
During the regular semester or quarter, a counselor generates a purchase order of
· $25 per credit hour per month for undergraduate students, and
· $40 per credit hour per month for graduate students. 
· 
· 
For courses taken in the summer, a counselor generates a purchase order of 
· $50 per credit hour per month for undergraduate students, and
· $80 per credit hour per month for graduate students. 
· 
· 
With justification, the rate per credit hour can be increased at the counselor’s discretion with field director approval. 
If a consumer drops a course during the semester or quarter, the counselor reduces the monthly amount of reader service payments accordingly.
