Background 4 

Senate Bill 307, 83rd Texas Legislature, Regular Session (2013), required the Texas Workforce 5 

Commission (TWC) to establish an Adult Education and Literacy (AEL) advisory committee. 6 

The advisory committee must not be composed of more than nine members and must include at 7 

least one representative of the business community and one representative of a Local Workforce 8 

Development Board (Board). 9 

On November 26, 2018, TWC’s three-member Commission adopted TWC Adult Education and 10 

Literacy rule §805.43, which allows for the appointment of members to an additional two-year 11 

term. The rules became effective December 17, 2018. 12

Six of the nine committee members, including the required representatives from a Board and the 14 

business community, have terms ending in December 2019.  15
